Details of the agreed course of study:

(1) The Doctoral Student will submit a research proposal with a detailed timetable outlining the initial stages of the research until completion. His/her Main Supervisor must approve the proposal. He/she is required to inform the Supervisor at earliest convenience if any significant changes to this plan are foreseen.

(2) Every semester, the Doctoral Student will formally meet with his/her Supervisors (i.e. Main Supervisor, Co-Supervisor, Mentor) to discuss the work completed and the progress of the dissertation. The Doctoral Student will present his/her partial results in accordance with the timetable (e.g. chapters, draft publications, etc.).

At this meeting, the Doctoral Student’s participation in classes, conferences, guest lectures, meetings of the Fellows and advanced interdisciplinary seminars will be discussed. If required, the extent of participation in the aforementioned activities and the timetable may be revised and adjusted accordingly.

(3) The Doctoral Student will take the minutes of this meeting and summarise them in a brief but informative fashion (approx. one page). All parties present at the meeting will sign the summary of the minutes. This official copy should be distributed to the Supervisors and be kept in the book of Academic Records.
(4) The Doctoral Student will report on the subject, methods, and results of his/her work in the Research Forum offered by the programme “Distant Worlds”.
(5) The Doctoral Student is required to fulfil the following expectations:

a. Regular attendance of the Focus Groups.
b. Regular attendance of the Distant Worlds Research Forum (every semester) and presentation of the research project/parts of the research project at least once per year.

c. Attendance of at least two (2) Distant Worlds Colloquia and presentation of a paper in each.

d. Attendance of either two (2) Distant Worlds Methodology Seminars or of one (1) Distant Worlds Methodology Seminar and one (1) Specialised Advanced Seminar (SAS), to be chosen by the Supervisor.
e. Attendance of one (1) Master Course offered by the MZAW Guest Professor.
f. Attendance of Klicken Sie hier, um Text einzugeben. disciplinary Specialised Advanced Seminars (SAS).

Attendance of Klicken Sie hier, um Text einzugeben. training courses related to “key competences”.
g.
Study abroad in the Klicken Sie hier, um Text einzugeben. semester.
(6) The Doctoral Student is expected to present a paper at an academic conference in his/her discipline. The Main Supervisor should guide the student during the preparation and elaboration of this paper to ensure his/her success and to maximise the learning effect.

(7) Membership in the School is fixed for a duration of 24 months. A one-year-extension, however, is possible. A request for extension, if necessary, must be submitted after 20 months of membership in the School. The Fellow’s application should be submitted to the Admissions Committee and should contain a report (approx. 5 pages) on the progress of the research which specifically addresses the issues outlined in this Supervision Agreement and the timetable submitted (see 1 above). Together with the report, an evaluation of the Doctoral Student’s progress should be submitted by his/her two Supervisors along with a statement by the Group Mentor regarding the Doctoral Student’s work in the Research Group.

The Admissions Committee will present the report of the Doctoral Student, along with the Supervisors’ and Mentor’s statements anonymously to an external expert in the field, soliciting a brief assessment (approx. 2 pages). The assessment should address:
a. The quality of the proposed research (methodology and content)

b. The work hitherto completed

c. The viability of the timetable presented

d. The Doctoral Researcher’s academic perspectives, as well as the external reviewer’s recommendation, which should also take the Supervisor’s opinions into account.

The Admissions Committee will decide whether support can be continued. The applicants can generally expect the outcome of the intermediary evaluation to be positive. Should it become impossible to support the candidate further, a certificate documenting the achievements of the first two years of membership will be issued.
